Further, Commercial Paper limits
to the tune of Rs. 30 Bn (Rs. 3,000 Crores) are also unutilized and available.

As approved in Asset Liability Committee (ALCO) and subsequently approved by Local Board
Members, Company is keeping 10% of Non-Convertible Debentures (“NCD”) outstanding in fixed
deposit with banks as a liquidity buffer in the backdrop of COVID 19 scenario.

As on date (i.e. 30™ June 2021), fixed deposit with bank was NIL, since there is no NCD
outstanding.

On a Fortnightly basis, Risk & Treasury departments jointly conducts fortnightly Operational
Liquidity Committee meetings to understand the liquidity position for next 15 days.
